Local range rules will also
apply — Competitors must not occupy their bays while range staff are down range.

Entries: Will be accepted in order of receipt up to range capacity by the closing date, Friday 7t
February 2025. Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Organising Secretary.
Please ensure you include the $5.50 VAPA registration fee when making payment, No payment,
no entry.

Safety: Eye and ear (optional for Air Pistol) protection and closed footwear must be worn on all
ranges as well as ID cards.

Squadding: All competitors will be advised of their squadding via email. Please keep an eye
out on your spam/junk folders. Squadding time is the commencement of the match.
Preparation time will be prior to this. Please note that for 10m Air Pistol and 50m Pistol events,
competitors must be on the line 30 minutes prior to the start time of the match. Competitors
may be squadded to assist on ranges. A detail of Air Pistol will be available on Friday night
7" March commencing at 7pm - spaces are limited.

Juniors: Juniors entering both junior and senior events will only shoot one match (one entry fee
will apply) and scores will count for both matches. Women may shoot Centre Fire and Men
may shoot 25m Pistol if range capacity permits.

Gun Check: Will be conducted from 5.00 pm Friday and from 7.00 am Saturday, Sunday and
Monday.

Front Gate: Will be open from 10.00 am on Friday and remain open for the weekend.

Trophies / Medals: Will be awarded for 1%, 29 and 3 in each grade of each event. There will
also be a men’s 5 match aggregate. Presentations will be held at the end of each day, where
possible.

Catering: Meals and light snack, including breakfast and drinks will be available on Saturday,
Sunday and Monday. Light snacks and beverages will be available on Friday night.
